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Abstract

The Budget Bureau is one of the key engines in driving modern and reliable
government policy. It has a role and mission in the country's budget operations. whic realize
the importance of spending government budget in order to benefit the country's
development towards stable growth. Analysis of budget data that can provide
comprehensive results based on statistical relevance and help predict what will happen and
what is the trend. Therefore, it is very important to lead determining an appropriate annual
budget allocation strategy by siving importance to the preparation Strategic Performance-
Focused Budget to drive the economy and key government policies to achieve national
strategic goals. Therefore, a high-performance information system is a very important and
necessary tool that the Budget Bureau uses electronic budget management systems (e-
Budgeting) that developed since 2005 (opened in 2007) to collect and process various
budseting data of a large budget receiving unit for use in considering the budget preparation
of draft documents Annual Budsget Expenditure, supporting documents and various
clarification reports. The System linked data by import and export information that is
important to the main information systems within the Budget Bureau such as The database
system, plans / performance and budget expenditure (BBEVMIS), Information systems for
organizing Budgeting of Local Administrative Organizations (BBL) and Budget Management
Mapping System (e-BGIS), collectively referred to as “Budget Information System” and linked
to the system Information outside the Budget Bureau such as the Government Fiscal
Management Information System: GFMIS (The Comptroller General's Department) etc., from
increasing the efficiency of various systems each year to be able to respond to needs of
users, resulting in a large and complex budget management information system. There is
redundancy in each system and using outdated technology. The manufacturer has

announced the end of support. Therefore the Budget Bureau has to adjust the preparation



and management of expenditure budgets. According to the Budget Procedures B.E. 2561
(2018), the State Fiscal Discipline B.E. 2561 (2018) and National Strategy Preparation B.E 2560
(2017) which emphasizes the process of participation of people at the national level, local
level, region, city, province, provincial group and locality, taking into account the equality of
men and women. However, it must be able to reflect the achievements of the budget
receiving unit in accordance with the national strategy and other relevant plans and showing
objectives, necessities, achievements, expected benefits, action plans and plans for out-of-
budget spending. The Medium-Term Forward Expenditure Framework (MTEF) Status Report
and Off-Budget Spending Plans Must show the budget for expenditure on government
personnel and welfare of government personnel and focus on public participation space
requirements and there must be disclosure of budget information (Open Budget).
Information is exchanged and linked with information systems outside the relevant Budget
Bureau such as the New GFMIS system, e-LAAS system, eMENSCR system, etc. System must
have cyber security emphasis on service (Service-Oriented Architecture: SOA), protection of
personal data (Data Privacy) and support for future expansion. Therefore, the Budget Bureau
has to establish a New e-Budgeting system by studying, analyzing and design a system to
cover all current needs. Modern digital technology, enough to use and consider to the
standards according to academic principles with drafting a scope of work (Terms of

Reference: TOR) to be used in the next step of system development (Implement).
