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Abstract

Specialised Expos, officially known as ‘International Recognised Exhibitions’, are
global events that are organised under the Bureau International des Expositions (BIE)
auspices. Specialised Expos are limited to 25 ha, can last up to 3 months, are dedicated to
specific themes that respond to a precise challenge facing humanity, including Sustainable
Development Goals (SDGs).

EXPO 2028 — Phuket, Thailand will be held at a 22.56-hectare site at the northern tip
of Phuket island known as Mai Khao Beach for 3 months from 20th March to 17th June 2028
under the theme “Future of Life: Living in Harmony, Sharing Prosperity”. Phuket EXPO 2028
is expected to attract 4.92 million unique visitors and 54,666 visitors per day; and the
estimated number of International Exhibitors/Participants is 122 exhibitions from 106
countries, 6 international organisations, and 10 corporations.

Phuket is a well-known travel destination with a growing reputation for world-class
wellness and medical tourism. Besides its stunning natural landscapes, a wide range of
excellent accommodation, diverse population and eclectic mix of cultures, Phuket also
offers a wealth of choices for people of any background and interest to find their perfect
combination of life and work.

Designs that suggest “Flow of Nature” such
as the wave, sea, beaches, wind, movement of animals, and other motifs will reinforce the
message that the harmonious coexistence between humans and nature is fundamental to
their well-being. Post-EXPO, the site will be redeveloped into Phuket World Medical Tourism
City into 7 service zones: (1) Comprehensive international Medical and Public Health Service
Center (2) Habitation Center (3) Hospice Home (4) Premium Long Term Care (5) Premium
Long Term Care: Care Giver (6) Harmony Pavilion and Healing (7) Convention and Exhibition

Center.
