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Abstract

The successful enforcement of Official Information Act, B.E.2540
In provision of rights and freedom of Thai citizen has its main root on law
followed practice of which can be considered to be newly function of state
agencies. Since this law has been in practice for nearly two years so this
shall be perfect time for checking out, looking back, searching the procedure,
Finding problem and solutions for law enforcement practice.

Therefor, this research study is mainly aimed to gain useful
information for Official Information Board for future usage. Quantitative and
Quality research is combined and applied so as to get information from central
state agencies, governmental agencies, Court and Bangkok Metropolitan
Administration.

The finding says that 50% of all state agencies had proceeded
their basic function stated by the so-called information law and effect of
working is judged medium level which resuits mostly from lacking of support
and lacking of knowledge and understanding among officials of state
agencies.

The researchers agree that solving the problem must require re-
engineering of Office of Official Information so as to be the central institution
which could increase support to many state agencies. What more
researchers propose the nation's official information implementation plan to
Official Information Board and hope it provide strategies in how to collect co-
operation between many state agencies and light up clear method in doing so.

We are quite certain that our suggestion will be mechanic making
the practices following Official Information Act, B.E. 2540 reach its goal

successfully and efficiently.
